In the mid-1870’s John Ellsler’s productions were going on tour. Although still a teenager, Joseph Haworth was cast as Laertes opposite Edwin Booth’s Hamlet. On Christmas morning 1877, the Hamlet company was traveling with Mr. Booth from Cleveland to Pittsburgh. A catastrophic accident occurred. Joseph Haworth’s written account of this train wreck was widely published following Edwin Booth’s death in 1893.
